/"The domestic cat also called the house cat, is the commonest pet and the commonest of all the species of the cat family. Cats are said to have been domesticated and brought into people’s houses more than 4000 years ago. All cats originated from the African wild cat.
Domesticated cats have The widest variety of colours and coats compared to other cats such as lions, leopards, tigers and panthers. Long bushy hair in some while others have virtually no hair. Some cats have very short legs. Cats differ in sizes and they can weigh upto nine kilogrammes. Cats are such important pets that human beings who keep them all over the world us£ more than 100 billion shillings a year to feed them.
C ats live in every place associated with human beings, homes, offices, hotels, campsites, schools, shop areas and markets. Some abandoned cats have their habitat in all manner of places - old cats, ditches, tunnels, thickets or just roaming around. Domestic cats will almost always try to attach themselves to some place where there is a presence of human beings. As pets, cats are said to be so spoilt and proud that while describing the differences between cats and dogs, someone once said, “My dog thinks he is human.” Someone else said, “My cat thinks he is god!”
Domestic cats can produce their young as many as three times in a year and give birth to about three kittens. They have an ability to survive very well in large numbers. Domestic cats are said to have “nine lives.” Some have been put or thrown into pit latrines or deep wells and come out alive. They feed mainly on milk and meat in homes, but those that live outdoors prey on small animals like rats and mice. In fact some people keep cats in their homes mainly for this purpose.
Like all other cats, domestic cats are solitary animals preferring to live alone or with their kittens. , However, in areas with abundant food, they live in families and groups and even establish social organisation like head of group, the hunters and so on. In such groups, weaned cats continue to live with their own families, they learn to tolerate others and get along quite well.
Abandoning cats puts then in danger of being run over by vehicles or attacked by other animals such as Jogs and leopards. They become wild and can also attack human beings. However, abandoned cats will die

I suppose many of us feel that shopping is a necessary but unpleasant chore. There are always hordes of people, noise, bustle and hard bargaining. Then there is the slow journey back home, laden with goods, and harassed by beggars and occasionally pick pockets. That is not my view, however, because for me the market contains selections of some of the most interesting characters I know. In fact, I regard a visit to the market almost as a social thing.
In the first place, as I enter the village gate, I encounter an old dignified gentleman wearing only a large woolen blanket tied round his waist and shoulders. Although he is a beggar, he never asks directly for money. Surprisingly clean and cheerful, he greets one and asks about the family. His face is rugged and creased with wrinkles, his few hairs speckled with grey. Yet, despite his age, his legs and arms still appear strong and well-muscled. Some say he used to be a highly educated man, even a headmaster or an accountant. After his wife died, however, his mind changed and he adopted his present lifestyle. As I pass through, I sometimes drop a few coins in his hand but generally, I prefer to give him a few vegetables and fruits as I leave.
Once in the market, one of the few places I call at, is the vegetable stall of Mama Mboga. Even before I reach it, I can hear her loud laughter and her sales talk and see the large figure in a brightly coloured kitenge, piling vegetables into people’s baskets. Responding to her warm “karibu” I ask, “Mama Mboga, have you any spinach today or a bunch of nice green bananas?”
“No problem,” she replies, “I have so much spinach but there is only plenty of sukumawiki, really fresh, or large cabbages just picked from my shamba. I am still waiting for bananas to arrive but how about a pile of carrots or tomatoes? I know your children love them.” And as she goes on in her usual cheerful manner,
I look at her stout figure as she talks. Her lively conversation, ever present smile and warmth, disguise the fact that she is strong, hardworking businesswoman. While her husband works in the city, she cultivates the shamba and brings the produce to the market. The son drives their pickup to fetch those vegetables she does not grow at home.
After Mama Mboga’s stall, I can’t miss dropping in on Karume, the cheerful young man who sell maize, millet, sorghum and cassava, either whole or as flour. As I arrive, he is teasing and flattering a couple of ladies, persuading them to buy a little more from his stall. I enjoy listening to his sales talk and watching the bright eyes flashing under the large, woolen hat he always wears. Slim, good-looking and talkative, he always attract more than his fair share of female customers. Unlike many of his aae-mates. who after leaving

school find it difficult to get jobs and often end up as thieves or conmen, Karume has succeeded.
Although he worked for other people in the market for a while, he wanted to be independent, and eventually started his own business. I usually buy a little millet from him and some cassava. If he has green maize, I often buy pl-enty for the family.
Before I leave the market, I always drop in on Kioko, the butcher for some meat. In his little kiosk, the large broad-shouldred man is hacking at limbs of cows, sheep and goats/Dodging the pieces of meat bone flying around. I strall into the small shop. Michuki likes to think of himself as a singer and you can often hear his voice from a distance, as he imitates Franco, Tabulay or a local pop star. Rumour has it that he was a singer in a famous band for some years but found that butchery provided a more reliable income.
I buy some beef with bones, a leg of mutton for Sunday, then some liver for a friend. As I leave Michuki’s shop, I can never resist calling at the kiosk next to it for mes “nyama choma” and a cold soda with “kachumbari” to give me the energy for the journey back home.
